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Pop Unplugged is the prelude to the “Hong Kong Pop Culture
Festival 2023”. Johnny Yim, dubbed the “BAP man” (Best
Arranger-Producer) of the local pop scene, has handpicked
Cantopop classics spanning the 1980s to the present day.
Yim has arranged them into unplugged versions that will be
covered by young powerhouse singers James Ng, Mag Lam,
Kayee Tam, Vivian Koo, popular band Zpecial, and singers
of the new generation Yumi Chung, Windy Zhan, Archie
Sin, Rock Ho and Felix Lam with live band accompaniment
in refreshing styles, thus injecting new elements into these
timeless pieces and recreating classics from the Golden Era
of Cantopop.

The concert features classic works of different eras as the
theme, with the songs of legendary stars in the 1980s and the
“kings” and “queens” of the local pop scene in the 1990s and
2000s. The concert concludes with smash hits of pop stars
at the present day, showcasing endless charisma of Hong
Kong's pop music.
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Johnny Yim is a renowned arranger of Cantopop in Hong
Kong. He began his training in classical piano at the age of
six. On returning to Hong Kong after he graduated from a
university in Canada, he joined the pop music industry as
a producer. In 2004, he won first place in the 16th CASH
Songwriters’ Quest and thus began his successful career in
music. He has produced hundreds of hits that captured the
hearts of young music fans, for which he is the Arrangerman
of the local pop music scene.

Aside from arranging, Yim is also a notable creative director
and concert coordinator on the music scene in Hong Kong.
He was music director and pianist in local and touring
concerts for numerous well-known pop stars such as Alan
Tam, Hacken Lee, Gigi Leung, Jade Kwan, Stephy Tang,
Joyce Cheng and Alfred Hui. He began his collaboration with
pop singer Hins Cheung at the 903 ID Club concert in 2008,
and it was the beginning of a long collaboration ever since.
A highlight feature was the three-day HKPO X Hins Cheung
concert with the Hong Kong Philharmonic Orchestra in 2011,
held at the Star Hall at KITEC, of which Yim was the Music
Director. The collaboration with the 80 strong musicians of
the Hong Kong Philharmonic was a ground-breaking attempt.
Furthermore, Yim is a keen promoter of local music: in 2017,
he founded a non-profit charity organisation named “Gsus
Music Ministry”, with the mission to bring talented young
musicians to the industry, encourage music-makers to write
Cantopop, and to help emerging music-makers to find the
connection between life and music composition.
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Hong Kong singer and actor James Ng (nickname ‘Kwan
Gor’) made his debut in 2010 after winning the 5th place at
The Voice 2 singing competition. He won the Best Newcomer
Award (Gold), My Favourite Song Award and My Favourite
Male Singer award at the 2016 Ultimate Song Chart Awards
presentation. In the same year, James gave his first solo
concert at the Hong Kong Coliseum, which was followed by
his second in 2019, at the same venue. Other than his career
in music, James has also taken part in several TV dramas. In
2022, James joined the Shaw Brother Pictures International,
and became a contract artiste with the TVB Music Group
(TMG).
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Hong Kong singer Mag Lam was the champion of the
TVB singing competition The Voice 2. She was winner of
newcomer awards at the Metro Radio Hits Music Awards
2011, Ultimate Song Chart Awards Presentation 2011, 34th
Top Ten Chinese Gold Songs Award Concert, and 2011
Jade Solid Gold Best Ten Music Awards Presentation. She
was also winner of multiple awards at the IFPI Hong Kong
Top Sales Music Award in 2011. Lam joined Warner Music
in 2019. She was guest mentor of TVB’s talent quest show
Stars Academy in 2021, and won her first Best Female
Singer Bronze Award at the Ultimate Song Chart Awards
Presentation in the same year.
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Hong Kong singer, musician, actress and programme host
Kayee Tam is currently a TVB contract artiste as well as
singer under the TVB Music Group (TMG) label. Tam studied
music at the University of Otago, Dunedin, New Zealand in
2009. In 2011, she won the 3rd prize at the singing contest
The Voice 3 and subsequently entered the entertainment
business. Tam made her formal debut in 2016, she won
the Best Newcomer Artiste Award at the Jade Solid Gold
Best Ten Music Awards Presentation. A year later, she won
the Best Prospect Award at the 39th Top Ten Chinese Gold
Songs Award Concert. Later, she won the Most Popular
Network Singer Award at the Jade Solid Gold Best Ten Music
Awards Presentation 2019 and the Best TV Drama Theme
Song Silver Award at the Hong Kong Gold Songs Award
Presentation Ceremony in 2022. In 2022, she gave her first
solo concert at the MacPherson Stadium.
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Vivian Koo started her vocal music training at the age of 17,
being accepted by the Wuhan Conservatory of Music for
her excellent performance at the admission examination,
and later went on to the Boston Conservatory in the United
States as a graduate student. In 2009, she participated
in the Hunan Satellite TV singing competition Super Voice
Girls and was among the 60 national finalists. In 2012, Koo
participated in the Chinese Million Star 2 singing competition
in Taiwan, where she came fourth and developed her
career for two years. In 2014, she entered the TVB singing
competition The Voice 4 as challenger and won the 2nd prize.
In the early days of her career in Hong Kong, Koo was mainly
a programme host of the TVB8 entertainment show E-News
Frontline. She is currently a singer of the TVB Music Group
(TMG) and a contract artiste of TVB.
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Zpecial is a male Hong Kong band formed in 2009 by a four-
member team: vocalist Hong Chung, lead guitarist Mike,
bassist Tatming and drummer Waiyin. The band debuted in
2017 with their demo number, Here We Go. Zpecial believes
that music is an integral part of life. Their song Skateboard
Night has reached out to a larger fan base. Zpecial came
under the Warner Records label in 2022 and has just
completed their first major concert in early April 2023.

Hong Kong singer and actress Yumi Chung was winner of
the 3rd prize at the TVB singing competition Stars Academy
Season 1. She is currently a contract artiste of TVB, a singer
under the TVB Music Group (TMG)’s label ‘All About Music’,
and a member of the female group, After Class. She was
the founder of two ensembles — Honey Bee and A Little Bit
Shy. In 2019, at the age of 12, Chung won the first prize at
The Ideal Singing Contest organised by the Red Idol Sports
and Entertainment Group. In 2021 Chung won the 3rd prize
at the Stars Academy, it was followed by the Best Female
Newcomer Award of the Metro Radio Hits Music Awards in
2022.
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Hong Kong singer and actor Windy Zhan was among the 10
finalists of TVB’s Stars Academy Season 1. She is currently a
contract artiste of TVB, a singer under the TVB Music Group
(TMG)’s label ‘All About Music’, and member of the female
ensemble After Class. Zhan has been receiving vocal training
from sopranos Wang Shan and Chik Tse-kwan Candy since
she was young, she demonstrates her strong command of
the flute and dancing. She was a winner of multiple awards
at the Hong Kong Schools Music Festival, and received the
Trinity College London Performance Diploma with distinction.
She performed as a solo vocalist at Snowman and The Bear
concert by the City Chamber Orchestra of Hong Kong in
2019.
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Hong Kong singer-songwriter and actor, Archie Sin was
among the 5 finalists of TVB’s Stars Academy Season 1.
After graduating from the University of Hong Kong, Sin
worked as Management Trainee at a bank. He has passed
Grade 8 piano, and was a winner of singing competitions in
school as well as in open singing competition. He is currently
a contract artiste of TVB and a singer under the TVB Music
Group (TMG)’s label ‘All About Music’.
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A singer-songwriter, actor and band musician in Hong
Kong, Rock Ho holds a degree in pharmacy from the United
Kingdom. Upon returning to Hong Kong, he participated
in TVB’s Stars Academy Season 1, and was among the 5
finalists. He made his formal debut in 2022, and is currently
a contract artiste of TVB and a singer under the TVB Music
Group (TMG)’s label ‘All About Music’.
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Hong Kong singer and actor Felix Lam was a winner of
singing contests in secondary school. He is passionate
about singing, acting and painting, in particular Cantopop of
the 1980°s and 90’s. He was among the 9 finalists of TVB’s
Stars Academy Season 1, and is currently a singer under the
TVB Music Group (TMG)’s label ‘All About Music’.
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DJ of RTHK Radio 2 and master of ceremonies of many
RTHK activities, Alex Lee was among the finalists of the
1988 Asia Pacific Singing Contest Hong Kong Region. He
is currently a programme host of Global Chart and Made in
Hong Kong Alex Lee, and also appears in television and films.
