Bom in Dongguan, Guangdong. Originally named Jlantso,
with the courlesy name as Boee (Cantonese: Wong Posyeh)
and literary names as Wangian, Boruo, Boye, Mangian,
Ruobo, His sludio named as Siwuyang Zhai (Studio of the
Four Inlacls), Xisohisangshan Guan [Minl-Mounl Huang
Studio), Huangshi Shanfang Huangshi Zhai [Yellow Stone
Stuclso), Zhuping'an Guan, Kuanhong Lou.

After the death of his father, his small estate was seized by
some clansmen. Huang and his mother fled to Guangzhow
