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The Instrumental Music Training Scheme (IMTS) of Music Office
provides more than 4 000 youths with exposure to Chinese and Western
instrumental music training every year. The Music Office also prepares a
variety of performance opportunity to nourish the confidence, skills and
interest of our trainees.
