B FREE USE SCHEME FOR SCHOOLS

Schools may apply for free use of the following recreation and sports facilities under the
Leisure and Cultural Services Department (LCSD) during the period from 1 September 2026
to 30 June 2027 from the opening time of each venue until 5 p.m. on Mondays to Fridays
(except Saturdays, Sundays, public holidays, and maintenance days):

(@) Arenas and activity rooms of all sports centres;
(Note: The arena and squash courts on the 12th floor in Sheung Wan Sports Centre
of Central and Western District will be temporarily closed from October 2026
tentatively for renovation works.)

(b) All squash courts (excluding the table tennis tables provided inside the courts);
(Note: Some squash courts, male and female toilets, as well as changing rooms in
Hong Kong Squash Centre of Central and Western District will be temporarily
closed in phases beginning in late February 2027.)

(c¢) King’s Park Hockey Ground (only bookings for sessions before 4 p.m. will be
accepted), and the hockey ground at Happy Valley Recreation Ground (Pitch
No. 11);

(d) Victoria Park Bowling Green, Siu Lek Yuen Road Playground Bowling Green, Wu
Shan Bowling Green, Tai Po Waterfront Park Bowling Green, and Hang Hau Man
Kuk Lane Park Bowling Green; and

(e) Shek O Obstacle Golf Course.

APPLICATION AND PROCESSING PROCEDURES

1. Starting from the 2026/27 school year, schools must register as SmartPLAY organisation
users and submit booking applications through the system (except bookings for Shek O
Obstacle Golf Course).

2. Schools wishing to apply for free use of venues must submit applications via the
SmartPLAY system on or before 1 June 2026. Schools shall provide in their applications
the date(s) of use, time slot(s), and the required venue(s) and facilities. For applications to
use Shek O Obstacle Golf Course, schools shall complete the application form at Annex and
submit it by post or fax to the Southern District Leisure Services Office of the LCSD for
processing.

3. Applications received after 1 June 2026 will also be accepted if there are still sessions
available. These applications will be handled on a first-come, first-served basis only after
those received on or before 1 June 2026 have been processed. Applications for free use of
venues (including those received after 1 June 2026) will be confirmed in a single batch to
allow schools sufficient time to prepare their activities.

4.  The number of courts/rinks to be reserved by schools for free use is subject to the actual
booking situation at each venue.



5. District Leisure Services Offices or persons in charge of the venues may arrange
meetings with the applying schools to discuss the allocation of session(s). If more than one
school, or too many schools, apply for the same session(s), the system will assign a priority
order to each application by ballot. If the conflicts in time slots cannot be resolved through
negotiation, venue staff will process the applications according to the assigned priority order.

Conditions of Use

6. Schools shall comply with the latest “Conditions of Use of Recreation and Sports
Facilities” (http://www.lcsd.gov.hk/en/condition/index.html) issued by the LCSD and the
following additional conditions applicable to schools:

(a) Schools shall follow the instructions given by the person in charge of the venue,
and comply with the regulations and rules stipulated by the LCSD. In the event
of any violation of the above regulations, the LCSD reserves the right to cancel the
facility allocation.

(b) Schools should assign a school representative to check in before using the facilities.
There must be at least one teacher or one authorised instructor who is qualified to
provide training present during the booked sessions to co-ordinate and manage the
use of facilities by students.

(c) Schools shall ensure that the booked sessions and facilities are used solely for
physical education lessons and extracurricular activities organised specially for
students.
